Welcome to the fifteenth OPEN STUDIOS
sponsored by the Lamorinda Arts Alliance. This
year's event is scheduled for the weekend of
October 16 and 17, 2010 .

ENTRY RULES: Participants must be LAA members.

If your Alliance membership expires prior to
October 2010, you must renew in time to assure
continuity of membership through Open Studios.

Artists are required to open their studios from 11 to
4 on both Saturday and Sunday .We encourage
artists to share studio locations, making each site
more attractive to the public.

An artists’ reception will be held on Friday,
October 15 from 5 to 7 PM at the Moraga Art
Gallery . The Open Studio committee will provide
appropriate beverages; artists should plan on
bringing a food item to share.

Each artist provides an example of their work for the
central exhibit at the Moraga Art Gallery in the
Rheem Shopping Center; a digital image of this
“sample” should also be provided for inclusion in a
special Open Studios website. Please send images
to Natalia Udaltsova udalnata@gmail.com .

Both 2D and 3D art is OK but wall art should not
exceed 24"x30". Please bring your sample piece to
the Moraga Gallery on Sunday, October 10 between
noon and 2 pm. Work is to be picked up from the
Moraga Art Gallery between 4 pm and 6 pm on
Sunday, October 17.

Artists are expected to take an active role in a
committee or job position related to the event; failure
to do so may jeopardize their inclusion in Open
Studio 2010 promotional materials and/or activities.

FEES: $60 ($85 for late registration) entitles each
artist to be represented in the promotional materials

(LAA website / link to artist’s website, brochure/studio

map, post cards), exhibit at the central site and to
show/sell at a studio location. Each artist receives 50
brochure/maps, suitable for distribution to their

personal mailing lists. These brochure/maps will also

be distributed through local businesses and mailed
by the LAA to over 3,000 households that have
registered at LAA galleries. Each artist may also
receive 50 4"x6” post cards, with space on the back
for a personal message from the artist. Additional

brochure/maps and/or post cards may be
purchased for an extra cost (see registration form
for details).

Open Studios fees are non-refundable after
September 10 .

REGISTRATION DEADLINES:

Completed registration/contracts and your check for
the fees/extra materials should be RECEIVED by
August 14 . Registrations received after August 14,
MUST include an additional $25 late fee. The
absolute deadline for all entries is RECIEPT of
contract/fees by September 4, 2010 .

SALES: Artists are responsible for their own sales
and sales tax payments. Sales initiated at the
central exhibit site will be referred to the artist so
that they can continue to be represented for the
entire duration of the Open Studio central exhibit.

INSURANCE AND LIABILITY: Artwork at the
central site will be covered by liability insurance
only; artists are responsible for loss or damage to
their artwork. All liability at studio locations is the
responsibility of the artist. Artists shall not hold any
managing or sponsoring organization for Open
Studios responsible for any loss or damage or any
other claims filed as a result of this event. No
managing or sponsoring organization shall be held
responsible for any unforeseen event or act of
nature that forces cancellation of the Open Studios
event.

ARTIST CONFIRMATION: Registration will be
confirmed upon receipt of the completed
registration form and payment of fees. If you have
asked us to assign you to a “shared” studio, final
studio confirmation will be made by mid September.

AGREEMENT: Entry into OPEN STUDIOS
constitutes an agreement with the provisions of this
prospectus.

The Alliance has a limited number of 3'x6’ panels for
rental at $5 each per week.

Panels will be rented in the standard Wednesday-to-
Wednesday format.
